In 1960 c1A Agent Bill Lair, on a mountain top in a far-flung
corner of the world, forged an agreement with Hmong Leader,
General Vang Pao, and out of that small meeting the “Secret _
War” in Laos was born. The Hmong fighters, many of them boys Charles . Lot ca. 1962
as young as 10, fought valiantly to save the lives of countless 10 years old serving his Lao homeland
Americans in such places as Long Chan, the Plain of Jars and

Sepon. With the end of the war came what is now known as the great Hmong
Diaspora, as they refugeed to Thailand, finally finding homes in America,
Canada and France.
